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The United Nations University (UNU) Global Seminars are aimed at deepening the understanding among students
and young professionals in Japan of pressing issues that are the concern of the United Nations, its member states and
their people. As part of this series of seven regular UNU Global Seminars in Japan, the Shimane session is annually
co-organized with the Foundation for North East Asian Relations at the University of Shimane in Hamada.

This year's Shimane Global Seminar will focus on "Globalization and Human Development." Globalization today
has come to be commonly understood to refer to increasing cross-border movements of goods, information, and
people, and to an ensuing standardization of rules and norms. Many see globalization as an opportunity for
developing countries to leapfrog economic development, while others see it as a threat to cultural diversity. The
UNU Global Seminar Shimane Session will address this contested issue: Firstly, by providing a close analysis of the
impact of globalization on development from a variety of angles, including issues of governance, culture, and human
rights. Secondly, the seminar will explore the changes that globalization has effected on the substance and processes
of development cooperation, with specific reference to the United Nations, Japanese ODA, and NGO activities.

Scholars and practitioners, including experts from the UN system, from Japan and abroad will share their expertise,
experience and views with participants during the four-day seminar. Lectures will be given in either English or
Japanese, with simultaneous interpretation available for the keynote speeches only, which interested members of the
public are cordially invited to attend. For those of you who are interested in issues of global concern or plan to
pursue an international career, the seminar will serve as an excellent opportunity to deepen your knowledge and to
sharpen your analytical and discourse skills.
