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Course Description

This course is geared towards practitioners in the field but is also open to other
types of students interested in learning more about migration studies. Over eight
weeks you will cover : important terms, concepts, definitions, data and flows.
Theories across disciplines will be covered including theories on :

1. Causes of migration: functionalist and structuralist perspectives.

2. Impacts of migration: migration and development.

3. The continuation of migration: networks, migration systems and cumulative
causation.

4. Migration as an intrinsic part of development and change.
